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I was born in Romania, in Dorohoi. I graduated from the University in Iaşi as a dentist and had worked in Romania for five years before I got to Israel.  

As long as I remember myself, I have dreamed of becoming a writer, because I loved the language and the sense of the words. I was always writing something, but I never had it published.  
My life developed so that I worked all the time and, at the same time, I was realizing my dream only for my drawer. 
Ten years ago, in 1999, I published my first volume of poems in Israel. 
Immediately after that, I issued two books of short stories in Libra Publishing House in Bucharest. 
Some years after, the same publishing house issued my first novel “The Women of Night”. 
Two years ago, I wrote my second novel, “The Paradise of the Lost”, which was taken for publication by the European Idea Publishing House in Bucharest. 
The reaction of the public and literary critics was positive, which gave me an incentive to continue my creative work. 
My most recent novel was published by the Romanian Publishing House Time in Bucharest.  
I have received a lot of awards:  the Jankulovici Prize for young Israeli writers (not in age, but in their creation) in 2000; for two poems in the International Poetry Contest in Germany in 2002; and for the best book in the International Book Fair in Iaşi in 2005. 
In addition, I publish articles and poems in Romanian language papers and magazines in Israel and Romania.  
Besides, I am a Committee member of the Romanian Cultural Circle in Haifa. I still work, but I enjoy all my activities and find time for taking care of my family and for babysitting my three little grandchildren.  
So, my life is full of events, creativity and pleasure!
